The nominee may be living or deceased. 

Nominations are accepted annually through the first Friday of March and will be considered for the current 

school year.  Nomination packages will be kept for two years from year of submission.  The distinguished 

citizen will be recognized during the graduation ceremony in June and is expected to attend to receive 

his/her award.  The distinguished citizen will also be recognized at a community reception the same day as 

graduation.
